Here's your chance to master small quantity fruit preserving and
showcase your work in luscious berry desserts. We will turn blueberry
mint jam into a blueberry polenta cake, raspberry jam into a sauce
for chestnut crépes (flambée) and blackberry jam into a strawberry,
blackberry galette.

Learn to design an entrée salad for days when it's too hot to cook.
Our combinations of seasonal veggies, dried fruit, nuts, fresh herbs
and dried seasonings will provide ideas galore. There's a bonus
brushup on knife skills as we prepare: beet slaw with pistachios and
raisins; celery salad with dates, almonds and parmigiano; cauliflower
"couscous”, almonds, cranberries and sumac; turnip salad with yogurt,
herbs and poppy seeds.

The same rules apply whether you are searing steak in cast iron skillet
indoors or outdoors on the grill. Temperature control and timing give
perfect results. We'll work on these skills as we prepare budget steaks
the French prefer for their rich beef flavor: hanger, tri-tip and flatiron
cuts. Our sides are sauce béarnaise and oven fries.

You may be surprised how well an iconic soup from Marseille adapts
to the laissez-faire attitude and spicy seasoning of New Orleans
cuisine. Discover the exciting flavors that emerge when we blend
classic fish fumet (stock), red pepper rouille, and toasted croditons
with the seafood and jazzy notes from the Big Easy.

The vivid character of Mediterranean cooking emerges as we construct
the classic sauces of Provence: tapenade, anchoiade, aioli and pistou.
It is a springboard to our exploration of their uses as seasonings in
such popular dishes as grilled fish (tapenade), a summer vegetable
platter (aioli), composed salads (anchoiade) as well as a pasta (pistou).
